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 The Parish Council is actively in-
volved in supporting the concerns 
of local residents over the pro-
posed residential development to 
the rear of Overmoor View. The 
original planning application was 
withdrawn but we now know that a 
further application has been sub-
mitted by the same developers. On 
16th June the developers held a 
ñconsultation eveningò which was 
visited by well over 300 people 
from  almost all areas of the vil-
lage. The overwhelming view of 
those attending the event was op-
position to the  location, size, de-

sign and access of the site as well as the inevitable impact on services in the 
village i.e. doctorôs surgery, nursery, infant and senior school intakes and a 
road system which already does not cope with the volume and movement of 
traffic, particularly in the village centre.  
A further meeting, called by residents, was held on 22nd June. The organizer, 
David Blythe, can be contacted on 07971 331462  for details of the outcome 
of that meeting (e mail stop.westleigh@btinternet.com ) 
We do not yet know when the new planning application will be considered by 
the Planning Committee at Bolsover District Council. The Parish Council will 
consider the application at their meeting on 20th July and will be submitting 
their objections in line with the views of the residents. Details will be posted 
on the Parish Council website. 
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A brand new childrensô play area has been installed on Lincoln Street. 

This was funded by the Big Lottery  obtained by BDC. There have been 

some issues exper ienced by 

neighbours and users of the play area 

since its installation, including the 

need for suitable access footways and 

signage,  problems of over age young 

people monopolizing the site and 

some anti social behavior issues. The 

PCSO and beat team have regularly 

visited the site, along with the CAN 

rangers and the Youth Service to try 

and minimize these issues. The Parish Council have also resolved not to 

adopt the area until all work has been completed by Bolsover District 

Council to their satisfaction. Unfortunately in the current economic climate 

the speed that this happens will be dependent on funds being made avail-

able. 

The Parish Council would urge local residents to be vigilant and report 

any misuse of the site to the police or to the parish council 
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The Parish Council considered their budget for 
2010/2011 at the Annual Parish Council meeting 
in May.  The council has supported the employ-
ment of a PCSO for the village over the past two 
years. However the village now benefits from 
coverage by Tibshelf and Blackwell Safer 
Neighbourhood Beat Team. Consequently the 
decision was made to discontinue the sponsor-

ship of a supplementary PCSO for Tibshelf .
